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PROGRAMA

O Programa visa apresentar subsidios para o estudo de estilos de etnologia indigena em
contextos nacionais diversos (com énfase nos estilos de etnologia que se praticam na Australia e no
Canada vistos a partir da etnologia indigena que se faz no Brasil), e examinando trabalhos que
refletem sobre as relagdes interétnicas, identidade étnica e politica indigenista. Ao estabelecer este
recorte, leva-se em consideracao que a dicotomia que existe no Brasil entre, por um lado, o estudo de
relagdes interétnicas - as relacdes entre as sociedades indigenas e as sociedades nacionais - e, por
outro lado, a etnologia indigena - o estudo das relagdes sociais € os aspectos culturais no interior das
sociedades indigenas - ndo se configurou desta maneira nos outros paises focalizados. Privilegia-se,
na primeira parte do programa, uma (re)leitura de alguns textos sobre o contato interétnico no Brasil,
para depois, na segunda parte, usando o Brasil como pano de fundo comparativo, abordar estudos
que se fazem na Australia e no Canadd. Examinaremos, sobretudo, trabalhos que elaboram conceitos
e vias de abordagem para o estudo de sistemas interétnicos, dando énfase as etnografias e aos debates
sobre povos indigenas e o Estado nacional, e examinando o papel do antrop6élogo como ator politico.

A primeira parte do programa abrange a leitura de alguns textos classicos da analise de
relagdes interétnicas desenvolvida no Brasil a partir da década de 1960, seguida por uma seleg¢do de
trabalhos que abordam o contato interétnico e o indigenismo na Australia e no Canada. O programa
pretende servir, também, como uma pequena introducdo a algumas das diversas tendéncias que
atualmente caracterizam os estilos de etnologia indigena que se fazem na Australia e no Canada.

Os textos numerados do programa sdo para discussao em sala de aula, sendo imprescindivel
a sua leitura com antecedéncia para acompanhar os temas principais da disciplina. Os textos
complementares (em italicos) devem servir para cada aluno escolher temas do seu interesse particular
no desenvolvimento dos ensaios ¢ também nas discussoes em sala de aula, havendo, também, uma
divisdo entre os alunos na leitura de alguns dos textos mais extensos, que servem como exemplos
etnograficos, para nao sobrecarregar o aluno com excesso de leitura. Pretende-se fazer o uso de
videos etnograficos.

A avaliagao da disciplina sera feita a partir de (1) dois ensaios, ao longo do semestre, em
torno de 6 a 7 paginas cada um sobre temas a serem combinados [men¢ao peso um para cada ensaio;
(2) uma resenha critica de um livro, a ser apresentada em sala de aula para discussao
(aproximadamente a metade de uma aula), escolhido da lista de livros no final deste programa, de
etnologia indigena ou sobre tematicas indigenas no Canada e na Austrdlia (ou outro livro da sua
escolha, dentro do tema de etnologia indigena em outro contexto nacional, a combinar com o



professor), em que se reflete sobre o livro a partir da Antropologia que se faz no Brasil [meng¢do peso
um] junto com a participacao ativa em sala de aula em discussao dos textos do programa. A mencao
final sera a soma das mengdes dividida por trés.
