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Objetivos

As ciéncias sociais modernas se estabeleceram a partir de dicotomias postuladas e aceitas, que
serviram de base para o desenvolvimento de importantes pesquisas e ricas formulacoes tedricas. A
antropologia, principalmente em sua vertente “social” ou “cultural”, se valeu de oposicdes como
individuo/sociedade ou natureza/cultura como base tedrico-metodoldgica para proficuas
pesquisas. A énfase na etnografia e a importdncia dada ao desvendamento de outras
perspectivas, diferentes das “ideologias” hegemdnicas no mundo letrado ocidental, tém permitido
ampliar o escopo de maneiras possiveis de conceber a pessoa humana. Termos como “pessoa”,
“individuo™” e "sujeito” tém sido foco de instigantes debates, relevantes ndo somente no campo
estrito da antropologia, mas das ciéncias de maneira mais ampla.

A primeira parte desta disciplina visa pensar algumas questdes cldssicas nas ciéncias sociais em
geral, e na antropologia em particular, envolvendo a no¢cdo de “pessoa” e outras nocoes
correlatas. Na segunda parte, frabalharemos com diferentes obras de cunho etnografico que lidam
com as questdes abordadas anteriormente.
