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Programa

O objetivo deste curso é introduzir os alunos no campo de produgdo etnoldgica sobre a Indonésia
Oriental, de modo a os familiarizar com os principais temas e recortes pelos quais algumas das
dindmicas sociais caracteristicas das popula¢ées desta regido tém sido abordadas por certa antropologia
(sobretudo aquela de inspiragdo estruturalista) a partir da segunda metade do século XX. O curso esta
organizado em dois grandes momentos: 1) discussdo de instituices e temas comuns as populacdes
desta regido cultural; 2) leitura de monografias que analisam a configuracdo de tais fenbmenos no que
hoje conhecemos como Timor-Leste.

A abordagem dos principios de organizacdo social e sistemas classificatorios caracteristicos da Indonésia
Oriental serd baseada em estudos que foram realizados junto a grupos indigenas dispersos entre
diferentes Estados nacionais do Sudeste asiatico insular e Oceania, com énfase na Indonésia. Na
segunda parte do curso focaremos etnografias sobre popula¢des localizadas nas fronteiras territoriais
leste-timorenses.

Parte importante das referéncias bibliograficas do curso é fruto do projeto de estudo comparativo sobre
as sociedades austronésias, liderado pelo professor James Fox, e estdo disponiveis eletronicamente,
concentradas na pagina e eletrénica da Editora da Universidade Nacional da Australia (ANU), no
seguinte endereco: http://epress.anu.edu.au/titles/austronesians.html

A avaliagdo do desempenho dos alunos no curso sera realizada mediante a ponderagdo de : 1)
participacdo e assiduidade as aulas (20% da mencdo) e; 2) dois trabalhos ao longo do curso, valendo
cada um deles 40% da menc¢do. A auséncia injustificada a mais de 25% das aulas implicara em
reprovacao imediata.
