O programa de leitura do curso tematiza o lugar das trocas inscritas no regime da dadiva em
processos de subjetivacdo individuais e coletivos. Serdo priorizadas discussGes a respeito dos
fendbmenos envolvidos nas presta¢cdes matrimoniais no Sudeste Asiatico insular e Oceania e
suas inflexdes sobre a subjetivacdo de mulheres. Ao mesmo tempo, serdo também analisados
os processos de objetivacdo e objetificacdo do regime de dadiva decorrentes do contato com
praticas de governo estruturadas em torno da categoria cultura bem como com outros regimes
de troca.

A agenda de leitura esta organizada de modo a oferecer aos alunos referéncias candnicas bem
como etnografias contemporaneas nas quais transformagdes e controvérsias sobre as trocas
matrimoniais se impdem. Optou-se também por privilegiar monografias escritas por mulheres.
