Este curso pretende oferecer subsidios analiticos para reflexdo dos processos
politicos pelos quais a economia (economics) tem sido inventada e reproduzida
como um campo de acdo social autonomo. Serdao discutidas as ideologias,
tecnologias e moralidades associadas a tal fato, em perspectivas histdricas e
etnograficas.

Do ponto de vista histérico, abordaremos a emergéncia da ideia de mercado e
economia desde a classica leitura de Polanyi. Do ponto de vista etnografico,
analisaremos o modo como a transposicio de uma economia de e para o
mercado tem se dado em cendrios coloniais e pos-coloniais, nas esferas da
producgdo, circulacdo e consumo, a partir de estudos focados na Oceania e
Indonésia. Constitui também foco de interesse do curso compreender os
impactos subjetivos implicados na coexisténcia de regimes de producao, troca e
valor.
