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OBJETIVOS

Como esta implicado no nome da disciplina, este é um curso de etnologia. Como tal, foi
desenhado para tratar de descrigdes etnogréaficas sobre determinadas manifestacdes da vida social em
Africa, de modo a configurar, pela comparacdo, uma temética ou um topico especial: no caso, a
cultura popular africana. Esta € uma locucdo cujo sentido ndo é nada transparente, sendo portadora de
uma ambiguidade original que nos acompanhara durante todo o curso: qual o sentido do termo
“popular” nesta expressdo ¢ em que medida ele ¢ necessario para configurar o campo de fenémenos
gue estamos analisando? Como uma via de acesso inicial ao problema, estaremos entendendo a
cultura popular em Africa como um fenémeno urbano e da contemporaneidade. Isto significa que esta
intrinsecamente associado aos processos de urbanizacdo no continente que, em larga medida,
decorrem do encontro histdrico intersocietario que conhecemos como colonialismo. E certamente um
fendmeno da vida urbana contemporanea em Africa, mas isto ndo quer dizer que represente uma
ruptura com o passado colonial e pré-colonial. Na realidade, as continuidades e descontinuidades
historicas reveladas nas manifestacGes da cultura popular serdo uma tematica recorrente durante o
curso. Por fim, uma palavra breve sobre as leituras escolhidas. Elas indicam tanto a predilecdo do
professor quanto a maior visibilidade de certas tematicas na antropologia africanista contemporanea.
